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WHO WE ARE:
The All-City Band Society (ACBS) is a non-profit organization whose mandate is to provide 
practice, performance and educational opportunities for student and adult musicians in 
Whitehorse.  

The All-City Band has approximately 200 musicians who learn a variety of instruments from 
flute to percussion.   The All-City Band is comprised of two Grade 8 Bands, a Junior Concert 
Band, a Jazz Band and a Senior Concert Band with members coming from Porter Creek 
Secondary, F.H. Collins Secondary, Yukon College and many adults from the community.   

The Musical Directors are also teachers; Rebekah Bell teaches music/band at Porter Creek 
and Bruce Johnson teaches music/band at F.H. Collins.   They are supported by a vibrant 
executive, who plan and help orchestrate concerts, fundraisers, policies, grant applications, 
host groups, clinicians, performances, tours and scholarships.

WHAT WE DO:  *  The Grade 8 Beginning 
Band introduces students to playing instruments. 
They have regular rehearsals and a two and a 1/2 

day band retreat.

bagging, Dessert and Dance, and Purdy’s chocolate 
sales.  In addition to our fundraising efforts we do 
seek funding from organizations such as Lotteries, 
the Yukon Arts Fund and the Canadian Heritage 
Fund.
